Call to Order:
Dick Walter, Acting Chair, called the meeting to order and introduced himself to the members and guests giving a short introduction of his past affiliations and scope of work.  He then asked everyone to introduce themselves.  It was then announced that a quorum was established.

Approval of Meeting Minutes:
Dale Jensen made the motion to approve the Minutes of the November 5, 2009 meeting.

Comments by Marty Best were made. November minutes were approved by Dale Jensen and 2nd by John Batiste.
Remarks and Information:
Emergency Management Division (EMD) – Jim Mullen

· Congress is asking questions about Emergency Management performance grant.  What is Congress getting for their money?
Society is fueled by the private sector.

· We have an interdependency problem – if the supply chain is broken, Alaska would not be able to receive their daily trade commodities which would cause a devastating situation for daily living conditions in Alaska.  
· Marty Best stated that because of the significant amount of time beyond the normal review process for Hazard Mitigation Plans, he specifically requested that the state work with FEMA to "grandfather" those communities making a "good faith" effort to update their plans so they would be eligible to apply for mitigation grant program funds.

Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) – Patrick Marcham for Dennis Hunsinger

· FEMA Region X is gearing up for the “Alaska Shield” exercise the last week of April.   It is a major JTF-Alaska, Alaska National Guard, and state of Alaska catastrophic earthquake exercise.  FEMA playing in a substantial way.  Drilling our Alaska FEMA Federal Support team; Sending a 25-member Incident Mgt Assistance Team (IMAT) to Alaska via military airlift to establish an IOF at the State EOC; RRCC activating to a Level-2 with play from most Federal ESFs.

· We just completed the 2010 National Plan Review (NPR).  Follow-on to the 2006 NPR.   2010 NPR looked at all plans (base plan, functional, and scenario annexes) for all 56 states and some 70+ cities.  We (Region 10) conducted a joint review session with John Ufford at EMD --- we appreciate John’s efforts on this.  Final NPR report is due to Congress at the end of April.

· National Preparedness Task Force (NPTF) – directed by Congress in FY10 DHS budget; a Task Force to review the entire corpus of preparedness related doctrine (how we do assessments; how we administer HS grants, Target capabilities,, etc.).   The NPTF has about 35 members; 4 of these are from Region 10 including two from WA state:  Mary Selecky and Chief Vickery. 

· FEMA Region X office move is occurring April 19th --- half FEMA staff is moving to new office site off I-5 in Lynnwood; the other half will in the FRC in Bothell.

· FEMA Region X and the State have been working hard on past disaster Project Worksheets and closeout activities.  Efforts were limited for a time period while waiting for a congressional supplemental to the Disaster Relief Fund.  
· We appreciate the strong partnership with the state on two recent issues – the Howard Hansen Dam and the Olympics.  The partnership at the Olympic Coordination Center was a positive experience and we’re glad no issues resulted in deployment of resources or activities.  

Maillian Uphaus – Maillian asked that if everyone would please make sure they all signed in and to check the sign in sheet to make sure everything is up to date.  We are trying to update the Members and Alternate Members List.

Legislative Briefing – Maillian gave a quick update on the progress of the Legislature.  They are currently in a 30 day extension to reach a balanced budget.  (See attached briefing) 
Recent and Developing Events – Drought and Fire Season

· Nancy Bickford – Nancy gave a short report on the Olympics 2010 After Action Report.  (See attachment)

Review of 2009 Annual Report – Future Topic, Committee and Working Group Reporting Structure – Dick Walter introduced Dale Jenson
· One of the main questions asked, was what was the purpose and main focus of the EMC.

· Two of the big programs were H1N1 Virus and the Howard Hanson Dam project.

· Looked at the structure of the report, two reports, standard structure – EMC workgroups and objectives

· There was a discussion on a more efficient way to get the plan out faster.
H1N1 Pandemic Update – John Erickson

· To date we have had 2 waves with the first one occurring in April/May 2009 and the second one occurring in the September through early December 2009.

· It has been the largest public health response and vaccination campaign in recent history.

· Third wave is still possible-vigilance is necessary.

· There is plenty of vaccine still available – vaccination is still encouraged, especially for pregnant women and those with underlying health conditions such as asthma, pulmonary disease, diabetes, heart disease or neurologic disease.

· Minority populations have been hit harder and are still being encouraged to get vaccinated.

· Over 1500 hospitalizations reported in Washington.

· 92 deaths reported in Washington.   CDC estimates that there have been 12,000 deaths to date in the US with an average age of 37.

· We estimate that there were an estimated 100,000 infections in Washington with most of them being mild and going unreported.

· Approximately 2.3 million doses of vaccine distributed in Washington.

· Currently there is very little disease being reported in the US – except in the SE where a number of small outbreaks are occurring.

· Next year’s seasonal flu vaccine will include H1N1 vaccine.

· Lessons learned include:

· Communicate, communicate, communicate – rumor control was very difficult.  There was a lot of misinformation reported.

· Public health has learned how to use ICS
· Identifying staff 3 deep in COOP plans are a must.

· Wash your hands, cover your cough, stay home if you’re sick – It worked.
· We are currently going through the AAR process.  Please send my any comments/suggestions you may have.
