SIGNIFICANT EVENTS

· On February 10, Chelan County commenced a search for a missing female in the Picture Canyon area.  Additional air resources were requested from Washington State Patrol, Snohomish County, King County, and the Washington Dept. of Transportation - Aeronautics Division, but due to weather issues, support was not available. The search was finally terminated on February 16th when the missing female was found deceased. 

· On February 10, the National Weather Service issued a High Wind Warning for the south WA Coast from 4 pm to midnight. South winds 35-45 mph with some gust exceeding 70 mph along the beaches and headlands were forecast.  A High Wind Watch was also issued for the North and Central WA Coast for the same time period.  By midnight the 11th the winds moved inland and dissipated. 
· On February 12, the Hanford Department of Energy issued an Abnormal Event due to a fire that had occurred between the ceiling and the roof of building 329.  The Hanford Fire Department responded to mop up the scene and assess the damage.  There were no protective actions necessary, employee injuries or radiological concerns.  
· On February 13, the National Weather Service issued a High Surf Advisory for the Washington Coastal Counties.  Waves up to 21 feet high were forecast.  Later that day they issued a Flood Watch for the Skokomish River in Mason County which was upgraded to a Flood Warning the next day.  The Advisory and the Warning were canceled late on February 14th with no noted impact.
· On February 15, Skamania County commenced a rescue operation for an injured hiker inside the crater of Mount St Helens.  Helicopter support was coordinated from the USCG in Astoria. The USCG helicopter was unable to fly due to weather conditions to conduct the extraction so Navy Whidbey attempted a night rescue which again was stopped by worsening weather conditions. The Navy Whidbey helicopter located the injured hiker shortly after noon on February 16th.  The subject was deceased.  
· On February 16, Pacific County Sheriff’s Office in coordination with the Washington State Patrol conducted an Evidence Search near Long Beach.  Additional ground search personnel from Clark, Cowlitz, Grays Harbor, Lewis, Thurston and Wahkiakum Counties assisted in the mission.  The evidence search was conducted and terminated with no further information provided by the county.
· On February 16, the Hanford Occurrence Notification Center issued an Abnormal Event Notification reporting a suspicious package discovered at the Hanford Central Mail Facility. At 1107 hours, the Richland EOD team was called to the scene to investigate and discovered that the package contained padlocks and keys.  The package was declared safe at 1148 hours.
· On February 18, Lewis County requested Cadaver Dogs to assist in the search of human remains near Toledo on February 19.  Resources from Pierce County were coordinated. No results were forthcoming at the conclusion of this search.
· On February 20, Thurston County opened a search for a missing 20 year-old hiker near Clear Lake. Search dogs, dive team and ground searchers were coordinated from Pierce, Grays Harbor, Thurston, Lewis, King, Cowlitz & Skamania Counties. The search was terminated on the 24th when the hiker’s body was found downstream from the camping area.
· On February 26, an 8.8 magnitude earthquake hit Chile creating a Tsunami Warning for areas close to the epicenter, Japan, Hawaii, the Australian coast and a portion of Alaska. An advisory was issued for California, Oregon, Washington, British Columbia and portions of Alaska. The Tsunami wave propagated itself throughout the Pacific Ocean with varying size waves experienced depending on location and distance from the epicenter. After many hours and many after shocks the Alaska Tsunami Warning Center finally terminated the Tsunami advisory for the Washington state coast line at 1658 hours, February 27. 
· On February 28, Kittitas County requested air resources for five missing snowmobilers believed to have been affected by an avalanche.  King and Snohomish Counties were contacted and Snohomish County provided a helicopter to overfly the area.  All of the snowmobilers were located late in the afternoon in good condition.
· On February 28, Skamania County requested Coast Guard assistance in the search for a missing boater in the Columbia River.  Coast Guard Sector Portland was contacted and a helicopter from Portland was dispatched and flew the search area. As of the date of this report, the search was still open.  
· On February 28, Hanford Department of Energy declared an Abnormal Event for a possible unexploded ordinance discovered during an archeological dig.  An EOD team from Yakima deployed and determined device was inert.

· Conducted  5  Emergency Alert System (EAS) tests.  Broadcasts emergency information to the public via television and radio mediums.   

· Conducted  26  All Hazards Alert Broadcast System (AHAB) Daily Function Tests.  Tests functional capability of all coastal and Puget Sound AHAB siren systems.

· Conducted  1  All Hazards Alert Broadcast System (AHAB) Siren Tests.  Activates coastal and Puget Sound voice and tone sirens during tsunami and other hazardous incidents.

· Conducted  25  Olympic Peninsula Public Safety Alliance Network (OPSCAN).  Connects public safety organizations throughout the Olympic Peninsula.
· Conducted   0  On Scene Command Coordination Radio (OSCCR) Tests. 

· Conducted   1   State Agency Emergency Network (STAEN).  Connects state agencies via an 800 mhz radio system.

· Conducted   0  King County 800 mhz Radio System.  Connects the Alert and Warning Center with King County key emergency management and response organizations.

· Conducted   1  Satellite Phone and Radio.  Connects local, state and federal organization via satellite systems.  
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
