SIGNIFICANT EVENTS

· On January 1, a significant weather event for wind and heavy rain was issued affecting multiple counties. Eventually a Flood Warning for the Skokomish River at Potlatch and a High Surf Advisory for the south, central and northern coast regions were issued.  The Flood Warning for the Skokomish River was dropped on January 5th around 1740 hours as the river fell below flood stage.
· On January 5, Mason County opened a search for a missing 83 year-old Alzheimer’s patient in the Shelton area. Additional ground searchers were coordinated from Pierce and Thurston County. The missing man was located late in the day in a wooded area, cold but otherwise okay, closing the SAR mission.
· On January 5, Grays Harbor commenced a search for a missing 36 year-old man in the Elma area. Additional search dogs were coordinated from Pierce County. The search mission was terminated late the next day when nothing was found.
· On January 7, the Army Corps of Engineers declared an emergency in response to a coastal storm event affecting the Quileute Indian Reservation’s lower village and marina as the NWS issued a Coastal Flood Watch.  The Watch was cancelled on January 9th without causing any significant impacts.
· On January 10, Island County commenced a search for a 16 year-old mentally disabled male on Camano Island. Additional ground searchers and search dogs were coordinated from Pierce and King Counties. The search was called off around 6 p.m. when the missing person was positively identified traveling by a bus to another county. 

· On January 13, The National Weather Service commenced issuance of multiple Watches, Advisory’s and Warnings that lasted through January 23rd as two significant cold fronts moved through the state.  The Watches, Advisories and Warnings included: Winter Weather, High Surf, Coastal Flood, Urban and Small Stream Flood, Heavy Snow, and Extreme Avalanche which were accompanied by Marine Storm and Gale Warnings for the waters of Washington State.  The cold fronts brought significant snow accumulation to both the low lands (3-18 inches) and higher elevations (12-48 inches) of Western Washington.  In response to the activation of several local jurisdiction EOCs, the Washington State EOC assumed Phased II effective at 1900 hours on January 15th and then increased the activation to Phase III effective at 2400 hours on January 17th   The State EOC resumed Phase II operations effective 1700 hours on January 23rd  as recovery activities continued and operational requirements decreased. 
· On January 13, a search commenced in Grays Harbor County for a missing 61 year-old female near Ocean Shores.  Additional resources were coordinated from Pacific and Thurston Counties.  The search was terminated later that evening with the subject not being found.
· On January 14, a search commenced on Mt Rainier National Park for a missing hiker near Paradise.  Additional mountain rescue resources were coordinated from Pierce and King Counties and two air-scent dog teams from Pierce County. Twenty additional mountain rescue staff were requested to report at 0700 on January 16th from Yakima, Lewis, Clark, Pierce, and Kitsap counties.  Mt. Rainier staff also coordinated with Oregon Emergency Services for additional resources. The individual was located by ground search personnel on the afternoon of January 16th in good condition.  The individual was able to walk out with the search party after spending two nights lost on Mt Rainier.  The mission was closed on January 17th after all search personnel returned home.
· On January 15, a search commenced at Alder Lake in Pierce County for three missing people.  Additional resources were coordinated from the WSP which were subsequently cancelled that morning when the three people were found.

· On January 18, Mount Rainier National Park requested mountain rescue assistance in their search for two overdue hiking teams.  Mountain Rescue group members from Whatcom, King, Snohomish, Skagit, Yakima and Pierce Counties assisted in the search.   The searches continued daily until suspended on January 24th without success.
· On January 23, the National Weather Service issued a new series of High Wind Warnings, Gale Warnings, Winter Storm Warnings, Flood Watches and Warnings for most of Western Washington and portions of eastern Washington as a new group of storms approached the state.  Warnings also included a minor tidal overflow as part of a High Wind Alert issued on January 26th.    The last of the weather alerts expired on January 26th without any significant impact.
· On January 25, the Pacific Northwest Seismic Network reported a 3.4 magnitude earthquake centered approximately 10 miles NNW of Mount St. Helens.    The depth was reported at 5.4 miles and there were no reports of damages and/or of the event being felt by surrounding counties.

· On January 26, King County opened a search for an 87 year-old Alzheimer’s patient. Kitsap County provided 2 dogs and 6 ESAR volunteers to assist.   The search was suspended later that same day when the subject was not located but began again the next day with 4 x 4’s from Kitsap County and more dogs from 
Pierce and Snohomish Counties. The search effort was terminated on the afternoon of January 28th when the missing man was located alive.
· On January 27, the National Weather Service issued a Winter Storm Watch for Whatcom and Skagit Counties, and a Flood Watch for Mason County. The Watches were closed without any major impact.
· On January 28, the National Weather Service issued a Gale Warning for the Northern Inland Waters.  The Warning was in effect from 7 PM Saturday until 7 AM Sunday. 
· On January 29, the National Weather Service issued a Special Marine Warning for the South Washington Coast.  The Warning was in effect until 0445.

· On January 31, the National Weather Service issued a Winter Storm Warning for the west slopes of the Northern Cascades.  The Warning was in effect from 2 PM Tuesday until 10 AM Wednesday. 
· For the month of January 2012 the SEOOs:

· Issued 247 warnings to jurisdictions for imminent or occurring emergencies.
· Issued 130 warnings to tribal nations for imminent or occurring emergencies.
· Conducted 1,355 notifications to state agency liaisons for imminent or occurring emergencies.
· Coordinated 47 resources for search, rescue, recovery and response operations.
· Participated in 2 exercises of which 0 were vessel spill drills.
· Made 2,012 and answered 2,381 telephone calls.
· Conducted 3,776 National Warning System Tests, conducted 284 Comprehensive Emergency Management Network (CEMNET) radio tests. Connects all counties and many cities via Zetron Radio Console.
· Conducted 5 dedicated line tests with the Department of Energy, Hanford Site (DOE).
· Conducted 5 dedicated line tests with the Columbia Generating Station (CGS).
· Conducted 5 Emergency Alert System (EAS) tests.  Broadcasts emergency information to the public via television and radio mediums.   

· Conducted 29 All Hazards Alert Broadcast System (AHAB) Daily Function tests.  Tests functional capability of all coastal and Puget Sound AHAB siren systems.

· Conducted 1 All Hazards Alert Broadcast System (AHAB) Siren tests.  Activates coastal and Puget Sound voice and tone sirens during tsunami and other hazardous incidents.

· Conducted 23 Olympic Peninsula Public Safety Alliance Network (OPSCAN) tests.  Connects public safety organizations throughout the Olympic Peninsula.
· Conducted 0 On Scene Command Coordination Radio (OSCCR) tests. 

· Conducted 14 State Agency Emergency Network (STAEN) tests.  Connects state agencies via an 800 MHz radio system.

· Conducted 3 King County 800 MHz Radio System tests.  Connects the Alert and Warning Center with King County key emergency management and response organizations.

· Conducted 0 Satellite Phone and Radio tests.  Connects local, state and federal organization via satellite systems.  
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
