SIGNIFICANT EVENTS

· On July 1, Skamania County reported an overdue 50 y/o female hiker near Falls Creek Trail Head.  Ground SAR personnel were coordinated from Wind River and Klickitat County SAR.  The subject was located in good condition on July 2nd by ground search teams.

· On July 3, Skagit County SAR responded to a rider and horse trapped in a ravine near Baker Lake.  Washington State Animal Response Team from King County responded.  The rider was rescued in good condition; however the animal response team was not able to save the horse.  
· On July 4, Mid-Columbia Fire District Coordinator submitted a Fire Mobilization request for a fire off of Highway 28 between Quincy and East Wenatchee. The request was approved at 1615 hours for the Spanish Castle Fire.  The blaze consumed 2,470 acres before being contained.  There were no homes lost.  The fire resources were demobilized at 1600 hours on July 5, 2010. 

· On July 5, The Alert and Warning Center initiated the monthly AHAB siren test for the Washington Coastal Counties.

· On July 7, Chelan County requested assistance from a Forward Looking Infrared Radar (FLIR) equipped aircraft to join in the search of a missing hiker near Mt Cashmere.  Snohomish County provided the aircraft. The SAR was closed at 2100 hours on July 17th when the Chelan County Sheriff called to report the body of the missing person was recovered.  
· On July 8, the National Weather Service (NWS) issued a Fire Weather Watch for Klickitat Co through the 9th.   This was updated to a Fire Weather Warning (Red Flag Warning) for low humidity and gusty winds until 10:00 PM on Friday the 9th. A High Wind Watch was added for: Chelan, Douglas, Kittitas and Grant Counties on July 11th.   
· On July 10, the NWS issued a Short Term Forecast for Okanogan and Ferry Counties for slow moving showers and thunderstorms.  At the same time NWS issued a Fire Weather Watch for all of Eastern Washington Monday morning thru Monday pm.  The Watch was upgraded to a Red Flag Warning on July 11 for the same time frame.
· On July 10, Skamania County opened a rescue for an injured hiker one mile up the Divide Camp Trail. Six ground rescue personnel from Wind River Rescue in Klickitat responded to carry the individual out of the area. 

· On July 11, Chelan County activated their Emergency Operations Center for three events, the Swakane Fire, the Mission Creek Fire, and a search mission for a missing 56 year-old male on Mount Cashmere.  The EOC was closed on July 12th with the fires controlled.  

· On July 12, the National Weather Service issued a Red Flag Warning, High Wind Warning and Dust Storm Warning for portions of Eastern Washington.  All warnings were cancelled later that same day without any significant impact.

· On July 15, the National Weather Service issued a Fire Weather Watch for Kittitas, Yakima, Klickitat, Benton, Franklin, Columbia, Asotin and Walla Walla Counties from Friday Afternoon through Friday evening due to west wind increasing to 25 mph and low humidity at 15-20 percent.

· On July 16, the National Weather Service upgraded the earlier issued  Fire Weather Watch for Kittitas, Yakima, Klickitat, Benton, Franklin, Columbia, Asotin and Walla Walla Counties to a Red Flag Warning.   Furthermore, Douglas, Grant, Lincoln, Spokane, Whitman, and Adams Counties were added to the Warning effective from Friday Afternoon through Friday evening due to west wind increasing to 25 mph and low humidity at 14-20 percent.


· On July 18, the Chief of the Washington State Patrol approved a Fire Mobilization request from Yakima County for a fire burning west of Yakima near Cowiche Mills.  The fire was near a residential area and was moving swiftly due to gusty winds.  A Fire Management Assistance Grant (FMAG) request was completed and subsequently approved by FEMA.   Fire resources demobilized at 1400 hours on July 21st.
· On July 24, Chelan County commenced a rescue operation for an injured hiker at the base of Stewart Glacier on Stewart Mountain.  Due to the type of injuries and the hiker’s location, air support was requested from US Navy Whidbey Island.  The Navy helicopter was able to successfully rescue the injured hiker and transport him to a local area hospital.
· On July 24, Mason County commenced a rescue of an injured hiker on Mt Washington with a severe head injury.  Due to the type of injury and location of the hiker, air support from US Coast Guard was requested.  A helicopter from Port Angeles was able to extract the injured hiker and transport him to a local area hospital.
· On July 24, Cowlitz County commenced a search for a missing diver in the Toutle River. Air support from US Coast Guard was requested to assist in the search.  A helicopter from Astoria was launched, but turned around after the diver was located deceased by responding ground teams.
· On July 26, a Red Flag Warning was issued for Asotin, Garfield, Columbia and Walla Walla Counties due to lightning and scattered thunderstorms.  The Warning was terminated the following day.
· On July 27 a Fire Weather Watch was issued for Asotin, Benton, Columbia, Garfield, Franklin, Klickitat and Walla Walla Counties due to lightning and thunderstorms.  The Watch was terminated later that evening.

· On July 28 a series of Severe Thunderstorms passed through Eastern Washington prompting the issuing of Flash Flood Warnings for Chelan, Yakima and Lincoln Counties through late this evening.  The system passed through the area without causing significant damage.

· On July 29, the National Weather Service issued a Fire Weather Watch for the Blue Mountains for July 30th.   This affects Walla Walla and Columbia Counties.  The watch upgraded to a Red Flag Warning on July 30th and expanded to include counties in the Lower Columbia basin.   The warning expired the following morning.
· On July 29, a search commenced in Mason County for three, 19 year-old females stranded on Mount Eleanor.  Olympic Mountain Rescue resources were coordinated from Kitsap County.  All three subjects were rescued in good condition.  
· On July 30, the National Weather service issued a Flash Flood Warning for Klickitat County. The Warning expired without noted impact.
· On July 30, DOE-RL reported two Abnormal Events initiated by lightning-caused grass fires in areas of the Hanford Site.  Hanford FD responded and established a wet line near Gable Mtn.  Two other fires are burning near MP-10 on SR-240 and the Environmental Restoration Disposal Facility (ERDF).    The incident was terminated on the afternoon of the 31st after all fires were contained, with no operational impacts or injuries noted.      
· On July 30, a fire mobilization request was received for the Rainbow Bridge fire, a 1200 acre wildfire near Stehekin in Chelan County.  The request was approved by the state Chief of the Washington State Patrol.   The mobilization is still ongoing as of this report.

· On July 30, a fire mobilization request was received for the Nahahum Canyon Fire, a 300-acre fire near Cashmere in Chelan County.  The request was approved by the Chief of the Washington State Patrol.   The resources are still mobilized as  of this report
· On July 30, the NWS issued a Red Flag Warning for Grant, Chelan, Kittitas, Yakima, Spokane, Whitman, Douglas, Adams, Lincoln, and Okanogan Counties.  The warning was cancelled later that evening.

· On July 31, the NWS issued a series of Red Flag Warnings and Severe Thunderstorm Warnings for portions of the lower Columbian Basin and central Washington.    These warnings expired that same evening.
For the month of July 2010 the SEOO’s:

· Issued 109 warnings to jurisdictions for imminent or occurring emergencies

· Issued 13 warnings to tribal nations for imminent or occurring emergencies

· Conducted 1,005 notifications to state agency liaisons for imminent or occurring emergencies

· Coordinated 51 resources for search, rescue, recovery and response operations

· Participated in six exercises of which one was a  vessel spill drill

· Made 1,830 and answered 2,150 telephone calls

· Conducted 1,952 National Warning System tests, and 273 Comprehensive Emergency Management Network (CEMNET) radio tests. (connects all counties and many cities via Zetron Radio Console)

· Conducted 62 dedicated line tests with the Chemical Stockpile Emergency Preparedness Program (CSEPP)

· Conducted two dedicated line tests with the Department of Energy, Hanford Site  (DOE)

· Conducted 7 dedicated line tests with the Columbia Generating Station

(CGS)

· Conducted three Emergency Alert System (EAS) tests.  Broadcasts emergency information to the public via television and radio mediums
· Conducted 31 All Hazards Alert Broadcast System (AHAB) Daily Function Tests.  Tests functional capability of all coastal and Puget Sound AHAB siren systems
· Conducted one All Hazards Alert Broadcast System (AHAB) Siren Test.  Activates coastal and Puget Sound voice and tone sirens during tsunami and other hazardous incidents
· Conducted 14 Olympic Peninsula Public Safety Alliance Network (OPSCAN).  Connects public safety organizations throughout the Olympic Peninsula
· Conducted one State Agency Emergency Network (STAEN).  Connects state agencies via an 800 MHz radio system
· Conducted two King County 800 MHz Radio System.  Connects the Alert and Warning Center with King County key emergency management and response organizations
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
